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November is prime college planning and application time.  It is important to remember the following: 

• Submit applications early, never wait for the deadline.  Send SAT/ACT scores from the testing 
companies directly to colleges.  If common application is used, there are additional forms which 
must completed and returned to the counselor…students must provide all forms. 

• Notify counselors of all applications that were completed online.  Complete all college application 
essays….even those that say optional.  PROOFREAD to make sure you are submitting your best 
writing sample or work. 

• Students should make sure they have all requested letters of recommendations and thank the 
individual who wrote them. 

• Request transcripts and any other supporting documentation from the guidance counselor at 
least one week before the deadline.  If applying with a paper application, bring the COMPLETE 
packet to the counselor.  

Several seniors are still undecided regarding their post graduation plans.  In order to further assist 
them, the Guidance Department hosted two days of computer time in the multimedia lab.  During this 
time, students were able to complete the MyRoad interest inventory, explore careers, and complete a 
college search.
